MINUTES OF THE 2019 ANNUAL MEETING
The SIHS business meeting took place on Sunday, January 5, 2020 from 5:30 to 6:00 PM in the New York Hilton, 4th Floor Boardroom.
Thanks to the generosity of Florence Reinerman, our financial health has significantly improved.  The bottom line, however rests with you as a dues-paying member.  Regarding day-to-day operations, please note that our remodeled website facilitates the collection of dues.  If you think that you might be a bit in arrears, please take a look at the website.
The SIHS then turned to its two prizes.  First, our Cappadocia-Reinerman Prize (the 2021 award will be, more simply, the Reinerman Award).  The Committee opted to split the award to two winners: Joel Pattison for “Trade and Religious Boundaries in the Medieval Maghrib: Genoese Merchants, Their Products and Islamic Law,” and Luke Gramith for “Liberation by Emigration: Italian Communists, the Cold War, and West-East Migration from Venezia Giulia, 1945-1949.”
Next, the Helen and Howard R. Marraro Prize which went to Konstantina Zanou for her book, Transnational Patriotism in the Mediterranean 1800-1850: Stammering the Nation (Oxford University Press, 2018).  The Committee composed the following tribute: “With an exemplary research effort consisting of archival documents and primary-source texts in Italian, French, Greek, and English, Zanou makes a major contribution to our understanding of how nationalism unfolded in modern Greece and Italy.  Her book is an outstanding work of comparative history.  Summoning up a largely unknown world of Greek and Italian literati and political intellectuals, she illuminates an era characterized in both cultures by an epochal transition from empire to nation-state.”
Regarding the other two Marraro Prizes, the AHA award went to Pamela O. Long for Engineering the Eternal City: Infrastructure, topography, and the culture of knowledge in late sixteenth-century Rome University of Chicago Press, 2018); and the ACHA award went to Helena Katalin Szépe for Venice Illuminated: Power and Painting in Renaissance Manuscripts (Yale University Press, 2018).

Finally, the SIHS gave its Senior Scholar Citation to our former president, Mary Gibson.  It reads: It is with great pleasure and esteem that the Society for Italian Historical Studies awards the 2020 Senior Scholar Citation to Mary Gibson.

Mary Gibson is Professor Emeritus of History at John Jay College and the CUNY Graduate Center. Her innovative and interdisciplinary work on the intersection of law, gender, criminality, and the state transformed the way we understand crime and punishment in Liberal Italy, as well as how we see the Liberal State’s relationship to what it designated as unruly populations.

Her first two groundbreaking and award-winning books – Prostitution and the State in Italy, 1860–1915 (2000) and Born to Crime: Cesare Lombroso (2002) – were translated into Italian. Most recently, she published Italian Prisons in the Age of Positivism, 1861-1914 (2019), in which she analyzed the Italian prison system against the discourses of biological determinism and nation-building and raised critical and relevant questions about how states mobilized and shaped incarceration for political and social agendas.

Professor Gibson introduced English-speaking audiences to the work of Cesare Lombroso through her translations of and scholarly introductions to Criminal Man (2006) and Criminal Woman, the Prostitute, and the Normal Woman (2004).

She is the author of articles and books chapter too vast to number or name and on topics as varied and wide-ranging as youth and criminality, Italian Women and the Left, and the Southern Question and Italian Criminologists.

Mary Gibson has won all of the prizes in the field, including the Rome Prize of the American Academy in Rome, the Fulbright Grant, and a number of research grants from the National Endowment for the Humanities.

In addition to an extraordinarily distinguished scholarly contribution to the field of Modern Italian History, Professor Gibson is a leader, mentor, and role model. She has sat on the editorial boards of Journal of Modern Italian Studies, Studi sulla Questione Criminale, and Genesis and she has taken on leadership roles in a number of professional organization, including serving as Vice President and President of the SIHS.

Mary Gibson is not only a path-breaking scholar and a visible professional; she is a dedicated and thoughtful mentor who has always been eager to read and comment on the work of others and to offer career and scholarly advice.

All in all, Professor Gibson is a role model for balancing rigorous and path-breaking scholarly production, deep intellectual engagement with critical ideas about state and society, active and committed service to the profession and to her colleagues – it is a pleasure to have her in our community of scholars and thinkers.

What
Scholars have explained the success of the Cistercians materially through the perspectives of archaeology, architecture and art, and historians, theologians and literary scholars have analysed the achievements of Cistercian thought and spiritual practices. More recently, investigations have broadened the range of sources used (e.g. works of medicine and natural science, exempla collections), in addition to analysing this evidence using novel, paradigm-shifting approaches (history of emotions, neuroscience, queer theory).
‘CISTERCIAN WORLDS’, a two-day conference scheduled for early July 2021, aims to offer a forum for researchers to build upon existing modes of scholarship and bring together discussions currently occurring across disciplines. How did an initial shared world-view create many different Cistercian ‘worlds’? What were the boundaries – real or imagined – of these spheres? Who composed them? In which ways did they extend, shrink, overlap and evolve? What approaches can be used to study them?
As such, we are seeking proposals for papers that distil the latest interdisciplinary research on the medieval Cistercians (writ large) and place the study of the Order into conversation with currents and themes outside the cloister walls. Graduate students and early-career researchers are particularly encouraged to apply. Papers should look to showcase the evolving nature of Cistercian scholarship and the new directions that are now being taken.
The organisers are looking to publish the conference proceedings as a special edition. While this is not a guarantee of publication, successful participants should be aware that their research, pending the usual process of peer review, may be accepted.
The organisers are excited to announce our two keynote speakers: Professors Emilia Jamroziak and Constance Mews. The conference will also conclude with a roundtable discussion, with participants including Professors Emilia Jamroziak, Janet Burton, and Martha Newman.

Wolfsonian-FIU Fellowship Program
The Wolfsonian website (accessed Jan.9, 2021) contains the following announcement: The Wolfsonian's fellowship program will be on hiatus during the 2021–22 academic year as the museum accommodates a backlog of awardees who have been unable to visit due to COVID–19. The next application deadline is December 31, 2021, for fellowships in Fall 2022 and Spring 2023.
 The Wolfsonian-Florida International University is a museum and research center that promotes the examination of modern visual and material culture. The focus of the Wolfsonian collection is on North American and European decorative arts, propaganda, architecture, and industrial and graphic design of the period 1885-1945. The collection includes works on paper (including posters, prints and design drawings), furniture, paintings, sculpture, glass, textiles, ceramics, lighting and other appliances, and many other kinds of objects. The Wolfsonian’s library has approximately 50,000 rare books, periodicals, and ephemeral items.

 The Wolfsonian’s collection is an important resource for the study of Italian culture and politics in the first half of the twentieth century. The Wolfsonian holds an outstanding collection of Italian Stile Floreale furniture and decorative art, as well as rare publications that document Italian design of this period. The collection also has strong holdings of Futurist decorative and graphic art, publications about Rationalist architecture, and exhibition catalogs from the 1920s and 1930s. A number of significant journals – such as Domus, Capitolium, Emporium, Casabella – complement these holdings. 

 Books, journals, fine art, posters, and other objects in the collection address key aspects of the Fascist regime, including the Duce cult; Italian colonization of North Africa; the planning of new towns; the celebration of aeronautic achievements; the autarchy campaign; youth and student organizations; Romanità; and sports and fitness campaigns. The Wolfsonian also has a substantial amount of Italian war propaganda, including an archive of propaganda material produced under the Italian Social Republic.

 Besides material from Italy, the Wolfsonian also has extensive holdings from the United States, Great Britain, Germany, and the Netherlands. There are also smaller but significant collections of materials from a number of other countries, including Austria, Czechoslovakia, France, Japan, the former Soviet Union and Hungary. 

 Fellowships are intended to support full-time research, generally for a period of three to five weeks. The program is open to holders of master’s or doctoral degrees, Ph.D. candidates, and to others who have a significant record of professional achievement in relevant fields. Applicants are encouraged to discuss their project with the Fellowship Coordinator prior to submission to ensure the relevance of their proposals to the Wolfsonian’s collection.

The grant is awarded by a committee convened and chaired by Borden W. Painter, Jr. (honorary president of the Barbieri Endowment and professor emeritus of history), founder of the grant; or by the executive committee of the Barbieri Endowment with assistance by experts on specific topics in the grant proposals.

As a condition of the grant, the recipient may be required to present his or her research findings in a public lecture at Trinity College in the following year. The Barbieri Endowment will fund travel and provide hospitality for the lecture.

 

The Cesare Barbieri Endowment for Italian Culture canceled its speakers list for spring and fall of 2020. The IAS Research and Publication grant will enable me to travel to Venice and the Veneto to carry out research for my book manuscript, tentatively titled Mobile Lives, Stable Homes: The Palladian Villa between City and Country. The book grows out of my dissertation on the patronage of the Venetian nobleman Francesco Pisani, a patron of Paolo Veronese who also commissioned Andrea Palladio’s Villa Pisani at Montagnana (1553-54). My manuscript focuses on this example as the basis for a reassessment of the Palladian villa and its place in the sixteenth-century Venetian world. Modern scholars have viewed the country house throughout history as a satellite. Dependent on urban capital, culture, and values, the Renaissance villa, like the ancient Roman villa, has been defined by the subsidiary role it played to the city and the urban palace. Palladio’s villas for the elite of Venice and the Veneto, moreover, are taken as paradigmatic examples of this building type. My book challenges the understanding of the Veneto villa as merely a “second home.”

A more complex picture has emerged from my research on Villa Pisani, which examines the villa phenomenon through the lens of private life and the individual patron. For Francesco Pisani, the country estate occupied a central place in his life and livelihood. Even as it fulfilled certain functions associated with villeggiatura (country life), such as agriculture and entertainment, it was not just a seasonal retreat. Despite its distance from Venice, Villa Pisani constituted Pisani’s principal residence as well as a source of wealth. Both the design and the selection of its site reflected this multiplicity of functions.

A Venetian commonplace asserted that “to live outside Venice is not to be alive.” But some Venetians apparently did find it advantageous to live outside Venice, and my project investigates Venetians’ relationship to their mainland estates. It is notable that several of Palladio’s most important Venetian patrons did not own a family palace in the city. Like Francesco Pisani, they moved through a series of rented palaces in the metropolis and led a mobile lifestyle divided between Venice and the mainland. They required a country house that befit their noble status, and their Palladian villa came to serve as the family’s stable residence, rather than as a secondary, seasonal home. My book seeks to demonstrate that Villa Pisani is not an outlier among Palladio’s celebrated villas. This IAS grant will help me to expand the scope of my archival research beyond the Pisani to other Palladian patrons and villas. With a fuller picture of these patrons’ lives, I will argue that Palladio’s innovations in villa design were accompanied by a reconceptualization of the functions of the villa type itself.

A limited number of Mellon  Fellowships, for periods ranging from three to six months, are available each academic year for advanced research in any aspect of the Italian Renaissance.  This Fellowship is designed to reach out to Italian Renaissance scholars from areas that have been under-represented at I Tatti especially those living and working in Asia, Latin America, the Iberian Peninsula and the Mediterranean basin (except Italy and France) and the Islamic countries. 


Craig Hugh Smyth Fellowships

A limited number of Craig Hugh Smyth Fellowships, each for three months, are available each academic year for advanced research in any aspect of the Italian Renaissance.  The Fellowship is designed for scholars who do not have the benefit of sabbatical leave.  This group includes curators, administrators, and conservators, and librarians. 


David and Julie Tobey Fellowship

One David and Julie Tobey Fellowship is awarded annually to support research on drawings, prints, and illustrated manuscripts from the Italian Renaissance, and especially the role that these works played in the creative process, the history of taste and collecting, and questions of connoisseurship. 


I Tatti-RCAC Joint Fellowship

Villa I Tatti and the Research Center for Anatolian Civilizations of Koç University (RCAC, in Istanbul) offer a joint, one-year fellowship. Scholars will spend a semester at each institution to carry out research on interaction between Italy and the Byzantine or the Ottoman Empire (ca. 1300 to ca. 1700). Subjects covered include art, architecture, archaeology, history, literature, material culture, music, philosophy, religion, and science.


Frederick Burkhardt Residential Fellowship

The American Council of Learned Societies (ACLS) offers a small number of Frederick Burkhardt Residential Fellowships for Recently Tenured Scholars engaged in long-term, unusually ambitious projects in the humanities and related social sciences. Burkhardt Fellowships are intended to support an academic year (normally nine months) of residence at any one of the national residential research centers participating in the program, including I Tatti. 


Graduate Fellowships

Each fall and spring semester, one or two Graduate Fellowships are available for Harvard PhD students. The primary goal is to allow students working on their dissertation or selecting their topics to read widely in Renaissance sources and secondary literature.

Socially-Distanced Manuscript Fun, or: A Summer with La sfera

Back in May, at the height of the COVID-19 spring lockdown, I saw a call on Twitter for participants in the La Sfera Challenge (https://lasferachallenge.wordpress.com), which billed itself as “a two-week competition pitting international teams of scholars against each other in a race to transcribe three different copies of one text, Goro Dati’s fifteenth-century geographic treatise, La sfera.” Conceptualized and run by Laura Morreale and Ben Albritton—and sponsored by the IIIF Consortium, FromThePage, and Stanford Libraries— the La Sfera Challenge divided participants into three teams of ten participants each: Team USA, transcribing New Haven, Beinecke Library MS 328; Èquipe France, transcribing Paris, BNF Arsenal MS 8536, and Squadra Italia, transcribing Vatican City, BAV MS Urb. Lat. 752.

Assigned to Èquipe France, I found myself working with colleagues based in Canada, England, France, and Italy both to transcribe Dati’s text and to describe the fantastic diagrams and maps that accompanied it. La sfera is divided into four books, which can be roughly categorized as cosmology, humoral theory, navigation, and the geography of the Mediterranean, so copies are frequently illustrated with both cosmological diagrams and extensive portolan-style maps. The three manuscripts chosen for the original Challenge attest dramatically to the diversity of book production styles in fifteenth-century Italy: Èquipe France’s Gothic textura contrasts in utterly fascinating ways with Squadra Italia’s humanist bookhand and Team USA’s mercantesca—not to mention the differences in illustration style.

Over the course of the two-week challenge from May 22 to June 5, 2020, team members used FromThePage’s transcription platform to transcribe their assigned copy of La Sfera, supplementing their collaboration with blog posts, Google docs, Slack conversations, and many, many Twitter posts both scholarly and jocular (#lasferachallenge). Just to give a sense of the conversation, here are three highlights: 1) Lisa Fagin Davis’s Tweets using Mirador to compare the three manuscripts; 2) My own blog post on our scribe’s use of ç vs. z (Èquipe France blog, post for May 26); 3) A Twitter thread about the fact that Èquipe France’s “Tower of Babel” illustration was not only inhabited by wyverns but labeled the Tore di Mabel. (Consensus: clearly Mabel is the wyvern.)

Final transcriptions were submitted to a panel of three judges tasked with assessing speed, accuracy, and collaboration.

Even before we learned that Èquipe France had won, however—Allez les bleus!—both participants and observers were angling for a second challenge, so Laura and Ben quickly put together Round II (“Mabel’s Revenge”; #lasferachallenge2), which ended up having five teams: Spencer (Lawrence, University of Kansas, Kenneth Spencer Research Library, Pryce MS P4), Wellcome (MS 231), Yale (New Haven, Beinecke MS 946), Newberry (Chicago, Newberry Library Ayer MS Map 1), and Vatican (BAV MS Vat. Lat. 7612). I co-captained Team Vatican with Winston Black, a member of Team USA in Round I. Using Facebook, Twitter and email, we assembled a team based in six different time zones from Italy to the American West Coast and got to work. While the Twitter game was a bit more subdued in late July as summer enthusiasm faded into angst about fall syllabuses, we were able to leverage what we’d learned in Round I to improve our collaborative processes in Round II. On Team Vatican we made a particular goal of showcasing our participants’ broad expertise (art history, palaeography, Italian, cosmology, etc.), so everyone who could spare the time wrote a post for the team blog. (This had the extra benefit of spacing out my numerous Swiss Guard memes.) Meanwhile, Team Newberry’s striking Tower of Babel was reproduced in both LEGO and cake, bringing new meaning to the “multimedia” aspect of manuscript studies.

While the new term has now descended, the La Sfera project continues on the back burner. There will be a La Sfera round-table as part of the New Technologies series at RSA in 2021 (whatever format that takes), and plans for further scholarship are afoot on a number of fronts: 1) a translation of the text for teaching purposes; 2) an online project mapping the locales mentioned in the text, with particular attention to the problem of aligning Latin, medieval Italian, and modern English placenames; 3) further work tracing the manuscript tradition of both the text and the illustrative programs. Some have begun to contemplate applying the collaborative-transcription model to other manuscripts and texts.

The La Sfera Challenge appeared just as conventional in-person conferences and research travel were being cancelled right and left due to the COVID-19 pandemic. While nothing can replace the experience of sitting down face-to-page with a manuscript, the La Sfera project demonstrates clearly some of the ways in which digital experiences have been able to mitigate the isolation of lockdown and facilitate the collaborative study of manuscripts.
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
